This multi-use facility, featuring a 300-seat theater and spaces for rehearsals,
classes, and community events, will be built on a beautiful two-acre site in the
heart of Maple Grove’s town center. 

Together with the Town Green bandshell and public library, the new center
will create a “civic campus” that serves our entire community year-round.
The city has demonstrated its support by leasing the land to Avalanche
Arts through a 99-year lease- an extraordinary partnership that lays the
groundwork for success.
